The Raga HemNata is a creation of Acharya S N Ratanjankar. The 

concept has been documented in the book AbhinavGeetManjari(Part 1). 

From the explanation in the form of melodic outline and the transcription 

of Bandishes, we can interpret that the Raga contains key phrases of 

Hem-anga, Raga Kalyan and Nata-anga. The phrase   RS, ‘P’D’PS 

represents the Hem-anga, the phrases NRG, DNRG, PDNS stand for 

Raga Kalyan and the combination SR,RG,GM,MP highlights the Nata-

anga. The concept is very well archived in the audio sample attached. 

The Raga contains all shuddha swaras. Hence, the Raga is classified 

under Melakartha no. 29- Dheerashankarabharan and Thata Bilawal. 

The melodic outline of the Raga is quoted from the book as follows: 

Notes used- S R G M P D N; S,G and P are Nyas swaras; Nyas on Nishad 

is avoided;Vadi- S;Samvadi- P; Gaansamaya-1st prahar of night- 7 to10 pm;
